How to do a BP- Book Project for Mrs. Nash’s L.A. class
This is a “Q/A” format report
Book Projects must be neat and complete in order to get credit toward your reading goal. Unless otherwise stated, this Q/A (question/answer) report must be typed. Handwritten reports must be printed legibly on LLP in blue-or-black ink, front-side of pages only.
1. Decide the genre of your book/story.

2. Refer to the appropriate “Questions for Response” handout (fiction or non-fiction).
3. Browse the questions marked “BP” for Book Project.

4. Choose 5 “BP” questions on the handout to answer about the book/story.

5. On LLP, write heading and  title “Book Project for “__(title of the book/story)__”  

6. Write a bibliography entry for the book/story. Follow the MLA at the bottom of the handout.

7. Copy the Question. Circle/Underline/Highlight key words in the question.

8. Write your Answer to all parts of the question underneath.

9. Check to make sure you have answered all parts of the question. 5 questions total.
10. Draw a picture to illustrate your “Best Pick.” A “Best Pick” could be your favorite scene, quote from the story, connection to a character, etc. 

11. Include the page number and direct reference to the text underneath your illustration.
12. Make sure your name is on all pages. Staple all papers together. 

13. Turn-in BPs as soon as they are complete. You will get credit for them as they are received. Refer to the Reading Goal sheet for the due dates of your reports.
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
