Big 5 Bonus:  Read 2 Chapter Books, 2 Picture Books, and Create 1 Book of your own: "Get to Know Me from A to Z!"

*Purpose: 
To read for enjoyment, To write to communicate and inform. The A-Z book will be your own original, information creation to present fun facts about yourself to your new teacher and classmates! Choose 2 grade-level chapter books, and 2 of your favorite picture books. Read and enjoy more as you wish. Think about a way to creatively include your book reviews in your A-Z book. Include a summary of the plot, your favorite excerpt(s) with page number and picture of the scene, your evaluation of the book, and your recommendation. You will share your book in the first week of school.

*Format: 
A self-created book with theme-based topics beginning with the letters A through Z on separate pages. Make each topic link to the letter. For example, in my book on page 6 you will find "F" for Family. I have made a colorful photo collage to show you who my loved ones are. My page 23 for "W" names my favorite author Walter Dean Myers. I created a list of all of his books that I am interested in reading. I included a 5-Star book review on his book that I finished reading over the summer called "Bad Boy- A Memoir" on page 2 of my "B" page. You may also read my poem about what I dislike about middle school Rules on page 18 of my "R" page, find out what I Love about writing on my "L" page, and glance at the cut-outs of some eXhilarating new words I learned this summer on my "X" page! Let's see how inventive you can be with your uncommon letters.

*Topic:
