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When you are finished reading your IR novel, I would like you to create a "Big Book" or "Little Book" Review. You choose to create the review with a full-size stapled set of papers, or a smaller-sized "Little Book."  When you turn in a high quality report to Mrs. Nash as directed, you will earn credit for 1 book toward your reading goal. You will have more options for creative book projects later. You need: LLP, the novel, and coloring tools...plus scissors,  and unlined paper if you make the "Little Book."

HOW TO MAKE A "LITTLE BOOK": 
Fold paper hamburger-> hamburger-> hamburger->open->fold hamburger-> slit the burger halfway->open-> fold hotdog-> grip ends->push and squeeze hamburger toward middle ->align the edges-> fold hamburger &  crease! (You can staple 2 books together to double the pages)

How to earn credit for a high quality report (Grade A or B): 

Creative & Neat, 7 Complete! Visually attractive and legible for all 7 parts noted below.  Specific details in each of the 7 parts must prove that you have read and understood your reading material. You decide how you want to order, or group, the 7 parts of your written review. Check to make sure your review is "high quality," (C-D-F) will not earn credit.

6. VISUALIZE "Best Pick":

Think about an interesting part of the story that you were able to picture in your mind. Draw a picture of how you visualize that part. Don't just draw an object from the story; try to illustrate the action, dialogue, and setting of that scene. Also, write a caption that tells what the picture is about and includes the page number where that scene can be found. 
7. EVALUATE:
Did you like or dislike the story? On a letter grade scale A-F, what grade would you give this book? Justify the grade by explaining why the book deserves that overall grade.  Would you recommend this book to your peers (recommendation by age, by gender, by interest)? Do NOT write general , unexplained statements such as  "I like this book because it was good. I would recommend this book to other kids because it is interesting." Be specific.
	What is my overall reading GOAL?
	CPS requires 25 books to be read before the end of the school year. For grading purposes, Mrs. Nash set your deadline for May 15th. To show evidence of progress toward your goal, you will be allowed to use a variety of methods: written reports, oral presentations, comprehension assessments, RRJ entries, artistic displays and teacher-monitored Accelerated Reader (AR) tests.  The quarterly pacing for reading and completing novels is 7 -7-6-5.  You may not earn a report card grade of "A" if you do not complete the reading goal for that quarter. Independent Reading counts for 25% of your grade.
