Rules:

Respect yourself. Respect others. Respect school property.

Grading:

Class work is split between major and minor assignments. Major assignments are weighted 60% whereas minor assignments are worth 40% of the overall grade.

Major assignments: Essays, reading pages, Step Up to Writing strategies, and class discussions are directly tied to the DSPAs , or standards, for the class. One must pass the majority of these DSPAs in order to pass the class.

Minor assignments: Latin roots, vocabulary, and assorted small in-class assignments

Reading Pages:

One of the major assignments/DSPAs for this class is reading pages. Students are required to turn in a spreadsheet and book response(s) for independent reading. Books should be grade-level appropriate and at least one book must come from my classic list. If you are unsure as to whether or not a work is deemed appropriate, check with me beforehand. Spreadsheets and responses are due about every three weeks; due dates are posted.

Late Work:

Students will have two days to make up work after an excused absence (p. 16 in student planner). Minor assignments will still be accepted within each six week period up until the six week deadline: September 30th, October 21st, and January 5th. Assignments turned in within the two day grace period will receive no late deductions; assignments turned in after that time, but within the six week period, will be docked 25%. Assignments turned in after the six week period will not be accepted and the score for that assignment will remain a zero.

Academic Honesty Policy:

All work is to be your own, unless you are working with a designated partner or team. Any portion of another’s work that is not cited will be considered plagiarism. An infraction of the CCHS Honesty Code will result in a zero for the assignment, a referral to the Dean of Students, and a conference with the student and parents (See page 27, 28 in the student planner). 

Passes:

The student planner will be used as a hall pass. Students are limited in their use of passes; don’t abuse the privilege. 

Technology: No use of cell phones, ipods, or electronic devices during class. Turn them off and keep them in your backpack (See page 29 in the student planner).

Headgear: No hats, headbands, etc. Do not even carry them to class! (  (See page 29 in the student planner).

Food/drink: Bottles or water or juice are allowed, as long as they have a screw-top lid. Do not bring breakfast or lunch to the room, even if you are running late! Please leave sunflower seeds, candy, etc. in your backpack.
