Scrabble Lesson Plan:
· Teach kids how to play scrabble (rules, taking turns, scores, etc).

· Read a story and tell the kids that it is very important that they focus on the story and all of the details in order to play the game well.
· Let the kids play scrabble.
· If they make a “regular” term (not associated with the story) then they get regular points.

· If they make a “bonus” term (a word that they can link to the story and explain to the group) then they get bonus points (the points associated with the word and an EXTRA five points each time)

Example:  We just read the three little pigs…

A student can get extra points with a term such as PIG, LITTLE or THREE.  There is a clear association with the term and the story resulting in bonus points.
They can also get extra points by saying something such as the following:

Bacon, because that’s what come from pigs and the story was about pigs.

Howl, because there was a wolf in the story and wolves howl.

Animal, because pigs are an animal and this story had pigs in it

As long as the word can be linked to the text in ANY logical manner, points can be rewarded.  

This activity:

· …is fun and engaging

· …it strengthens vocabulary

· …it helps student become stronger readers

· …it involves higher-level thinking

· …can be used with different stories

· …addresses visual, auditory, and tactile learners
