Conjunctions (connecting words)

4 types

I.  Coordinating - connect grammatically equal structures

A.  words- and, but, or, nor, yet, for*, so*

B.  examples.


1.  I usually play golf or baseball. (nouns)


2.  We did not talk nor laugh the entire time.  (verbs)


3.  The movie was good but long. (adjectives)


4.  Granville is over the river and through the woods. (prepositional phrase)


5.  She was a good student, yet she didn't like school. (clauses)

C.  for and so only connect independent clauses


1.  The teacher stopped, for the class was talking.


2.  The child is sleeping, so we should be quiet.

II.  Correlative conjunctions- has two parts that connect grammatically equal structures.

A.  words- both...and, not...but, not only...but also, either...or, neither...nor

B.  examples


1.  The classroom is both bright and colorful. (adjectives)


2.  The problem is not the hardware but the software. (nouns)


3.  Neither Pokemon nor Final Fantasy is as good as Warcraft II. (nouns)


4.  Money is made either by hard work or by good luck. (prepositional phrase)


5.  Not only did the class go to Cape Cod, but also they went to Plymouth Rock. 
(clauses)

III.  Subordinating conjunctions- introduce dependent clauses.

A.  See Introductory Word Chart.

IV.  Comparative conjunctions- has two parts and introduce clauses of measurement and degree (how much or to what extent).

A.  words- as...as, so...that, such...that, comparative adjective or adverb...than, superlative adjective...that.

B. examples


1.  The movie was not as good as I thought it would be.


2.  The homerun was so long that it landed in the parking lot.


3.   He is such a nice man that people take advantage of him.


4.  Baseball is better than soccer.


5.  Batting is more fun than fielding.


6.  Golf is the best game that is known to man.
