Nouns You Know and Love

Nouns name a person, place, thing, or idea.

common nouns- are just that, common.  They do not require capitalization unless they begin a sentence.

ex:  doctor, ocean, shoe, pound, sound, hope, earthquake, handshake, smile.

compound nouns- are nouns made up of two or more words functioning as a single noun.

ex:  mother-in-law, car wreck, light bulb

proper nouns- name specific people, places or things.  They are capitalized.

ex:  Mr. Grant, United States, Filene's.

plural nouns- are nouns that have more than one in number.  Most plurals are formed by adding "s" to a singular noun.   

exceptions:


If a noun ends in "s", "ss", "sh", "ch", or "zz", add "es".


if a word ends in a consonant and "y", change the "y" to "i" when you add a 
suffix.

ex:  baby-babies, gas-gases, bush-bushes.

possessive nouns- show ownership.  Add apostrophe s ('s) for singular nouns and s apostrophe for plural nouns (s').

ex:  child's toys, students' class.

Abstract nouns- nouns that can’t be physically seen or touched.

Ex: hope, love

Concrete nouns- have physicality. 

Ex: car, person
