An adjective describes a noun or pronoun only.

1.  example:  The old house overlooked a shabby town.

A proper adjective is formed from a proper noun and begins with a capital letter.

* “ish”, “an”, and “ese” are often added to proper nouns to make proper adjectives

1.  The English soldiers invaded quickly.

A predicate adjective follows a linking verb and describes the subject of the sentence.

1.  Victorian homes appear very mysterious.  (mysterious describes homes)

Comparative and Superlative Adjectives

 Comparative- compares two items.

1.  Vanilla ice cream is good, but chocolate ice cream is better.

  Superlative- compares three or more items.

1.  Vanilla ice cream is good.  Chocolate ice cream is better.  Strawberry ice cream is the best.
