A.  Preposition



1.  - is a function word that helps with meaning and provides structure.



Ex: Under the canopy sat a man and a woman waiting for the bus.



Ex. without prepositions: The canopy sat a man and a woman waiting the bus.


B.  Prepositions begin prepositional phrases and are followed by a few other words.



1.  Every prepositional phrase has an object of the preposition that will be a noun or 


pronoun.



Ex:  The purple cow ran across the road. object = road (noun).



Ex:  The purple cow ran across me.  object = me (pronoun).
PREPOSITIONS
Prepositions are words which begin prepositional phrases.
A prepositional phrase is a group of words containing a preposition, a noun or pronoun object of the preposition, and any modifiers of the object.
A preposition sits in front of (is “pre-positioned” before) its object.
