A.  complete subject- is all the words in the subject part of the sentence.  It names someone or something.  It is what does the action in the sentence.

     Example:  The crazy 6th grade students ate candy all morning long.

B.  complete predicate- is all the words in the predicate part of the sentence.  It tells what the subject is or does.

     Example: The crazy 6th grade students ate candy all morning long.
C.   Simple subject- is the main noun or pronoun in the subject.

     Example:  The crazy 6th grade students ate candy all morning long.

     Example:  Although confused, I did give the students more candy to eat.

D. Simple predicate- the main verb (not helping verbs.

     Example:  The crazy 6th grade students ate candy all morning long.

     Example:  Although confused, I did give the students more candy to eat.
