The following guidelines provide you with the expectations that I have of you for this coming year.

A. RESPECT

This is the key word in this classroom.  I expect you to respect me and your fellow classmates as well as yourself.  I will in turn respect each of you as individuals and as members of the class.  It is especially important to note that while I am speaking to the class or while another student is talking, private conversations are not tolerated!   The use of improper language will lead to dismissal from the class.   In addition, doing work for another class during our class will be confiscated and destroyed.  The same goes for writing letters and notes to your friends.

B. DRESS CODE / ELECTRONIC DEVICES
Inappropriate attire (hats etc.) is not allowed. Cell phones and all electronic devices must be turned off and left in your lockers. This classroom strictly observes the school policy as outlined in the Student Handbook.  Also, if you come to class with a bookbag, make sure that it is securely placed under your desk or in the back of the room.

C. ROOM / FOOD AND DRINKS

We must also be respectful of this classroom.  Do not write on the desks.  If you see paper etc. on the floor, please pick it up and throw it out.  Also, food or drink is not permitted in the classroom (unless otherwise indicated).  Room cleanliness is very important.  Please make an extra effort to leave the room as clean as possible!

D. PASSES

Passes are not issued during class unless an emergency should occur.

E. PREPARATION

All students must come to class prepared with a textbook, workbook, notebook, writing utensil, and completed homework assignment.  I do not provide you with any supplies and a pass is not issued so that you can get what you need.  A notebook is very important for all the invaluable notes that go on the board daily.  Remember that you are to come to class prepared with all assignments for that day in order to participate in all the activities.

F.  HOMEWORK
It is your responsibility to complete all assignments.  Neatness is especially important.  Remember that the work that you turn in is a reflection of yourself.  No torn papers, edges or dirty papers should ever be handed in.  Late homework is accepted but you do not receive full credit (see French Grading Policy).  Remember that if you are participating in a field trip, that is considered a privilege.  Schoolwork comes first.   Arrangements to make up work (tests, quizzes, homework) should be made prior to the trip and made up immediately upon return to school.

G. TARDIES / CUTS

Please bring a pass to class if you are late.  The school policy on tardiness is:

first 3 = 1 unexcused absence.
after 3 = 1 unexcused absence for each tardy.

      The school policy on cuts is:

one class cut = unexcused absence, administrative detention, and loss of opportunity to make up work.
more than one cut =  credit will be withheld and will be denied after the third time.
H. GRADING
