Review p. 203 Causes of the Civil War

The Southerners and Northerners disagreed about whether states or the national government should have the most say about what citizens do. Many Southerners wanted slavery in the new states added to the nation, but many Northerners did not want slavery to expand. The Southern states seceded from the Union which means they formed their own Confederacy.

Review p. 204 The Civil War caused great destruction in the South, and many Northerners and Southerners died.

Review p. 205 How did the Southeast change during Reconstruction?

Farms were replanted and factories and railroads were rebuilt. All states that had seceded were readmitted to the Union. African Americans were promised their civil rights, but many continued to live in poverty.  Segregation of white and black people occurred in the South because of the “Jim Crow” laws.
