1. Check for spelling errors, errors in capitalization and punctuation, especially quotations.

2. Make sure every sentence is a sentence. (subject, predicate)

3. Use grammar concepts we learned:

a. colorful adjectives

b. strong verbs

c. make sure you don’t have run-on sentences

d. compound subjects, predicates, direct objects

e. use compound sentences sometimes

f. Check for “good beginnings” to grab your reader’s attention

g. Title should be short(1-4 words) and should be the main idea

h. Needs 3 paragraphs – Introduction, Body, and Conclusion

i. Use “Happy Endings” page 26 to write a great ending
