ACTIVE READING RESPONSES
Connect:
to yourself, to another book, to the world (historical or current event)


Think about your own life when you read something


Think of something similar that you have experienced, seen, or heard

Ask yourself: 
How are you like one of the characters?





Have you had a similar experience?

Is there an event or place that reminded you of your experiences?

Visualize:
Make a picture in your mind of what the text says 


Imagine you are looking at what is described

Ask yourself: 
What do you see when you read this part?

Can you find parts in the reading that help you see what a place/character is like?

What details helped you create a picture in your head?

Predict:
Try to guess what will happen next in the story.  Read on to find out if your guess was correct.

Ask yourself: 
Does your prediction tell what will happen next?


What information from the book did you use to predict?

Question:

Let questions come to your mind when you read




If something doesn’t make sense, don’t pass it by




Ask/write a question to yourself




Look for answers/clarifications as you read

Ask yourself: 
What don’t you understand?


Were there certain words or phrases that stumped you?

Evaluate/Comment:
Form opinions about what you read as you are reading





Evaluate again as you read

Inference:
Make educated guesses about why things happen in the story


What does the author/character mean but might not say?

Tips:
Find the words the author uses to describe a character’s facial expressions, looks, and gestures

Study a character’s inner thoughts-not spoken words-and think about what these show about their feelings and personality

Think about the tone of voice of the character and what it means: is the voice quiet, sarcastic, fearful, shouting?


Review a decision a character makes (what they decide to do) and think about what you can infer from this decision.
