You will form groups of four.  You will prepare a skit based on ONE of the following items:

a trip to the supermarket

a trip to one of the specialty markets

a trip to the outdoor market

a trip to the café

EACH PERSON must have 5 lines.  In order to be considered a line, the sentence must have at least 5 words in it.  You may have as many shorter sentences or phrases as you want, but you may not add them together to try to create a complete line.

EACH PERSON must write down ALL of the lines of the ENTIRE script as they are being produced.  You will be turning in all copies of the script at the end of both writng days. 

EACH PERSON must bring at least one prop to be used in the skit.  A prop is defined as something you would not normally bring with you for classroom use.

THE SKIT (NOT EACH PERSON) must contain at least 15 DIFFERENT vocabulary words from the  regular vocabulary list and the supplemental vocabulary that I gave you.

These vocabulary words must be HIGHLIGHTED in your script.

The skits must be MEMORIZED!

Time line:

Thursday and Friday December 8 & 9- all class period to write skits.  Scripts are due at the end of class on Friday, December 9.  This is when they will be graded for their content and grammar.

Monday, December 12- You will have part of the period to make the necessary corrections to your scripts and to practice.

Tuesday, December 13- You will be performing your skits.  Make sure you have your lines memorized and you have all of your props.
