Au Café Select Mini-skit

You will divide up in pairs, create and perform a skit.  One of you will be the waiter or waitress and the other will be the customer at a café.  Your skit must be at least six sentences and cover the following elements.  See exercise 4, page 55 of the text for a model.

1.  Customer gets the waiter’s attention.  (Monsieur, s’il vous plaît... or Bonjour, monsieur.... Or...)

2.  Waiter responds by asking <<May I help you?>>  (Vous désirez= literally you desire?)

3.  Customer requests a food item and a drink.  (Je voudrais un/une... or donnez-moi un/une... s’il vous plaît)

4.  Customer asks how much everything costs.  (Ça fait combien? Or Combien coûte le/la... items)

5.  Waiter states the price.  (Ça fait ....amount of money in euros.)

6.  Waiter produces and announces the food and drink items (Voilà le/la...food item and drink).  For example:  Voilà le steak et le café.

You will be graded only on your oral presentation, but write it out with your names and hand to me when you present.  The grade will be based on whether you cover all required points (above); use correct grammar; get your meaning across and speak smoothly with understandable pronunciation.

Creativity is welcome and is worth an extra point or two.  Props, humor, drama, and overacting are all good.  Make it interesting.  Emote!
