Community Service 

(Extra Credit – 100 test points)

-One time use only-

No matter how much money is collected in Taxes, or revenues gained from Tariffs, or even donations given by charitable persons can they in any way equal the influence of volunteering personal service.  As citizens we receive certain Rights that protect us from tyranny, and perform Duties that help to support democratic free elections.  But in the end it is the fulfilled Responsibilities of honorable patriots that ensure the continuance of governments that are truly “for the people and by the people”.

The purpose of this project is to help inspire others to volunteer, or more actively participate, in community service.  Some of us choose not to volunteer out time because they see no gain in donating a couple hours to a community that they rarely have any interaction with.  Some only do so because their parole officer told them so.  Then there are those that actively seek opportunities to voluntarily give of their time to better help their communities.  If you are of the third group you are or should be whole heartedly thanked for your diligence as well as rewarded on a government that has already helped you in more ways than you can possibly recognize.

From the time you are given this handout you receive the opportunity to both help your community and gain useful extra-credit in the process.  From now until the End of the Current Semester you must go out among your different communities and look for opportunities to do Public Service.  These can be school, church, or even sports oriented, but the following list will explain exactly what will help you get the extra credit and what will not.

1. A licensed and organized group must sponsor the Service Project.  (If one of the sponsors happens to be a parent then all the easier for further qualifications to be met.)

· Example:  Local Organized Church, American Red Cross, Rowan Helping Ministries, Rowan-Salisbury Schools, the Salivation Army, Habitat for Humanity, Adopt a Highway, etc.

2. The Service Project must be a calendar-dated event with a Volunteer Leader and crew coming to help. (Not staying after services one Sunday and helping Pastor Dan pick up and put away Song Books/Hymnals.)

· Example:  Pastor Dan says, “This next weekend on Saturday morning we will be have our Quarterly Adopt a Highway Clean-up project.  Those that wish to help please write your name on the sign-up sheet before you leave.”

3. The Service Project must be a minimum of 2 hours.  However the time that is required to be there must be no less than ONE hour total.

· Example:  Any community service that you will perform in the near future that is established by the School to count towards graduation credit may be used to also help fulfill the requirements for this project for extra credit.

4. Unfortunately Past Service Projects (recent or otherwise) before the Semester will not be counted.  If you wish to participate in a project that is not mentioned above then meet with Mr. Stoelting (not during the middle of class) to determine if your possibility is suitable or not.
