LATIN DETECTIVE SHEET RULES
1.  Each clue must be an actual Latin word or phrase or an English word (derivative) that has a Latin or Greek root in it.  Three clues are required for each quarter.
NOTE:  Students are not to take English words and translate them into Latin.  This is not the purpose of this assignment!
2.  Every clue must have been seen or heard by the student him/herself.  The idea is for students to “discover” clues on their own.  Parents can give suggestions, hints, and guidance to aide this discovery, but they should allow the students to find them, as much as possible.
3. Latin words that are found together as a phrase, sentence, or paragraph count as one clue.  If students come across a list of Latin words or phrases in their everyday study or reading, the list is considered one clue. 
 (However, on their “extra clues” detective sheets, which are for treasure chest awards only, they may put up to five samples from the list, and they can each count as a clue.  Students may also write up to 10 clues from vocabulary words they come across in their current unit of study from each of their core classes that have Latin/Greek roots in them!)
4.  Each clue on the project sheet must be found in a different location.  Acceptable locations are listed for students (see “Acceptable Places”sheet).
5.  Locations where clues are found must be specifically documented, so that I can verify them if necessary.  This includes, but is not limited to the following:

· Titles of books, shows, games, movies

· Page numbers where clues are found in books

· Website addresses

· Street, city addresses 
· Specific description of location or circumstance

6.  Dates must be as close to the “discovery” as possible, and should reflect that students have been “on the look-out” during the 5-6 weeks given to search for them.  If a student is absent on the day this project is due, he/she should be able to turn it in as soon as he/she returns to school, if there has been work done on it during the time given, as is expected.
7.  A parent/guardian must sign the project when it is done to verify that the student did it honestly, according to these rules, and to let the teacher know that they have been aware of the project.
