Acceptable Places  in Which to Search for Latin Clues

1. Circuit City, Radio Shack, or any electronics store.

2. Toys R Us or any toy store.

3. The Daily Newspaper or any news, magazines, or journals.

4. Billboard signs that you pass in the car, or any signs or posters you see.

5. Your classroom textbooks in the current unit of study(see #6).

6. Any vocabulary, up to 10 words, from current units of study in core or specials classes. 

7. Any books you read.

8. Movies, TV shows, music, tapes or games, that you see, play or hear.

9. Church (i.e. hymns, Latin mass, choir songs).

10.  Money

11.   State seals, mottos.

12.   Your classrooms.

13.   Advertisments/slogans/logos/brand names.

NOT ACCEPTABLE:

Deliberate searches in reference (informational) or text books, dictionaries, online reference sources, Latin textbooks, lists of Latin words or phrases (can count as one clue if you “found” a list), and any words seen, heard, or written in or from Latin class- - only words outside of class count (the same words seen in Latin can be used if they are found outside of Latin class and they were not for Latin class).
