Overview:

You and your partner will be assigned an author and a book they wrote. You will pick your partner with teacher approval and the author will be assigned at random. Project three must be completed in order to work with a partner. You both will read the book assigned, each keeping a reading log and completing a quote/character worksheet! These two things should be different and unique. Together you will fill out the Author/Book Data sheet and complete the character information SWBS sheet. These items need to be done NEATLY. You may type these items if you choose to- I will post them on my schoolnotes site. 
You and your partner will create a power point presentation about key elements of your book. This power point should be creatively done and well thought out.
Guidelines:
1. Title Page: Student names, class period, author and book assigned.

PARTNER WORKSHEETS: (1-2 pages total)
2. Data Sheet: 
Fill this out together and provide good answers. You will need to do some research on this. If your author is not dead or does not use a pseudonym, please write N/A for those questions. This should be done first. Add any additional research sheets to this.
3. Somebody Wanted But So: 

Choose 4 important characters from your novel. After reading, you and your partner will fill out the answers to the chart using information from the whole novel. 

INDIVIDUAL WORKSHEETS: (1 page total)
3. Character Quotables: You will complete this individually. 
You will write down quotes from the book that you felt were powerful, moving, unique, etc. You will also provide the page number that this quote can be found on and the character who said it. 
Reading Log: YOU must keep track of the pages you’ve read. This allows me to see that you read the book and when you read it. You may read in class, at home or both.

POWERPOINT

4. Power Point Printout of slides: 

Please print 6 slides per page (print preview, 6 slides, then press print)

You will work together on this part of the project. Your power point must follow this format. Do not cram tons of info on a slide, you can add slides if you need to. You will be given lab time to work on this together.
Slide 1- Book- title, genre, author, and your names

Slide 2- Author –any information you think is important about your author (from your research and data)
Slide 3- Book Background- major theme of book, time period of book

Slide 4-Real world happenings- what was going on in the world at the time the author was writing the book. Did it influence the book at all? Is the book realistic?
Slide 5-6 Moral/Meanings. What is the book about? What is the big picture? What message is the author relaying to the reader?
Slide 7-9 Main character-Discuss 2 characters in detail. Explain the ways they interacted with others and events in the story. Provide TEXT examples of personality and development. (in quotes with page numbers) 
Slide 10-12 Plot What is the plot of the story? What is occurring? Think detailed…don’t just provide a bland summary. Include the climax. What was the most exciting part?
Slide 13- Literary Techniques-List examples from the book that show any of these devices: alliteration, metaphors, similes, personification, symbolism (include page numbers)
Slide 14- Setting- Where does the story take place? Include a passage from the book that best describes the setting. (use quotes & include page numbers)

Slide 15-16-Significance of closing chapter. How does the author wrap up the story? Is the ending justified? Is there meaning to the book? Include the first sentence of the book and the last sentence of the book. Do they tie together?
Slide 17- Partner 1. Choose a passage from the book that is your favorite along with the page number. Put it on the slide and be ready to explain its meaning. Define vocabulary that is unusual. Explain why you really connected with this passage.
