Old Business:

Parent contact logs seem to be successful with 600-700 parent contacts being made every three weeks.  While good, we need to think about ways to improve.   Adams discussed also using email to contact more parents.  By doing this, parents can been sent home assignments.  However, one problem with this is to get correct contact numbers for each student.  
It was shared that some parents have not been able to contact their child’s teachers and didn’t know if they should contact the administration about this for fear of singling out their student.  However, Dr. Durant explained that Connect Ed goes out for progress reports and report cards with the message that if parents have questions they should contact their child’s teacher.  The Connect Ed also states that if needed, the parent may contact the main office for more help/information.   Dr. Durant feels that this does open the door for parents to communicate with the administration if necessary.

New Business:

Night school has been successful so far and to date we have a total of 32 students enrolled.  Seven of these students were dropping out and are now back.  Since the student numbers of night school have increased, another staff member will be added. The success of this year’s program will determine if night school continues next year.
