bJava Jam – February 4th, 2012
As part of the third quarter grade, all band and choir students are required to participate in the annual Java Jam fundraiser. This fundraiser participation is required as the proceeds of the event benefit all students within the music department.  Students who are in both band and choir will perform in a group for each class.
All music students must choose and submit their performing groups by Friday, December 16th.  Students should create their performing groups of two or more students very carefully as they will be working together on this project for the next four weeks.  (Due to time constraints, we can only allow students from the WMS music department to perform in Java Jam.) Students who are not able to perform on February 4th due to prior obligations, will still be required to participate in an established group.  They will then perform in dress rehearsals presented during the school day.

Once a group has been created, students will not be allowed to switch to another group.  Should there be any problems with students not working together in a cooperative manner; the directors will make new group assignments in the first week of January. During the month of January, weekly grades will be determined by the following criteria.
· Group work – cooperation, preparedness, wise use of rehearsal time and using down time for homework assignments.

· Deadlines - Meeting deadlines for group selection, music selection and final dress rehearsal performance.

· Performance points - Java Jam performance.
Java Jam Deadlines – 

· Friday, December 16th, all group lists are due. Signed permission slip due.
· Wednesday, January 4th, all song/performance selections are due.  Vocalists who choose a song from outside of the WMS music library must have a copy of their lyrics to Mrs. Julian by this date for content approval.

· Friday, January 6th - Vocalists who are using recorded music must provide an instrumental CD, labeled with the song name and group members. (Karaoke version, no vocals). IPods can not be used.
· Week of January 30th, students will be prepared to perform in a dress rehearsal.  This includes all music, instruments, costumes, props, etc.

· February 8th, any students who missed the Java Jam performance due to illness or other unexpected event will perform for a student audience.
