Physical Education

CLASSROOM RULES: 

· Follow all directions the first time they are given 

· Come to class dressed and ready to participate everyday

· No food, pop or gum in the locker room or gym

· Keep hands and feet to yourself 

· Treat others with respect

· Lock locker at all times

· Wear uniforms underneath sweats

· Do not leave gym for any reason without a pass

· Let me know of any medical conditions (asthma, seizures, etc.)
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Do not touch equipment until told to do so

· Go to squads immediately upon entering the gym and have a seat
DISICPLINE:
1. Verbal Warning

2. Pulled aside and talked to regarding disruptive behavior

3. School Detention

4. Removal from class— 201

GRADING:
· Daily attendance/participation- Everyday students will receive an attendance and participation grade.  (10 points a day)  They will receive 3 points for dressing and 7 points for participation.  Not dressing is an automatic 3 point deduction. 
· If a student is absent from class for any reason or sits out from activity due to medical reasons, they may make up their daily points by completing an article review.  One review is due for each day a student does not participate or is absent. (Article review worksheets can be found on my School Notes page or on the bulletin board in the girls’ locker room.  Copies of the worksheets may also be obtained from me.

· Medical Excuses: Students must dress for P.E. and remain in class when they have a medical excuse.  If a student has a parent or doctor’s excuse from activity, they are to put on their uniform and report to the P.E. teacher.  DO NOT REPORT TO THE NURSE.  A parent’s note will only be good for 3 days, and then a doctor’s excuse must be submitted to the P.E. teacher.  If the doctor’s excuse is for longer than 5 days, the student will be assigned a study hall.
· If a student has a medical excuse for one week or less, they will still need to come to class dressed.  Participation points can be earned by completing article reviews. 

· If a student wants a pass to see the nurse, they must come to class dressed in P.E. uniform and then a pass to the nurse will be issued. 

· A medical that exceeds 9 weeks will receive no credit.  
· Skill Test- One will be given every six weeks (points will vary)
· Written Test- One will be given every six weeks (points will vary)

UNIFORM POLICY:
· Your entire uniform must be on to be considered dressed for class.  This includes: A white or grey Ottawa t-shirt with last name on back, red shorts and tennis shoes.  
(No platform or shoes that are considered dangerous to the well-being of a student will be allowed.  Shoes that tie are recommended.)
· Consequences:
· 5 No Dresses- Student will be placed on a contract through 201—it must be returned by the next day or a detention will be issued.
· 7 No Dresses- Student will be dropped from class, placed in a study hall, and given a grade of “F” for the semester.
· The physical education department rents clean shirts and shorts to students who leave their shorts at home for $1.  
SHORT POLICY:
· P.E. shorts must be pulled up…undergarments should not be visible at any time!

· The OTHS Parent-Student Handbook states that “when a student’s appearance is felt to be detrimental to the educational process or presents a health or safety issue, the student will be asked to make appropriate changes.”  
· Consequences:
· First Offense– Verbal warning to be issued
· Second Offense– Parental notification  
· Third Offense– Saturday detention issued
· Fourth Offense – Removal from P.E., loss of credit for current semester
