· Useful evidence from the book—with page numbers.  For example: my thinking was challenged by:

John Kumalo’s changed life in J’burg (25, 34-40,101-103,183-187 and 208-212)

Msimangu’s turning to a contemplative life (214-215) 
the behavior of some white people during the bus boycott (42-44) and 
Gertrude’s reasons for turning to prostitution (29-31).

If you spend a lot of time on this stage of the paper’s preparation, you will have a much easier time when you actually begin to compose the first draft.
