Returned signatures and supplies count for 2 grades. Notebooks will be checked within the first few weeks for a grade.

Foods II Advanced is a challenging course focusing on the business aspect of foods. Students will plan and conduct at least one school based enterprise involving preparing and serving food.  Students will have the opportunity to become ServSafe certified, a professional credential. 
Graduation Requirements:  For 11th through 12th graders, this course is part of a Career and Technical Education (CTE) sequence required for the Career Prep and College-Tech Prep diplomas or as an elective for a College Prep diploma. It is part of several Pathways. For 9th and 10th graders, this course fits into several CTE Career Clusters.  A grade of A contributes 4 points to a student’s grade point average, or GPA.  

College Credit (Articulation):  Students who earn an A or B and raw score of 80% on the final exam, and turn in the Articulation form, may receive college credit.

ServSafe Certification:  Students will have the opportunity to take the ServSafe examination offered by the National Restaurant Association Educational Foundation (NRAEF). This is the same certification that food service managers get. The cost is about $26 and will be mid-October. To take the exam, the student should be making a B on tests.  Please return the attached letter stating which test you would like your student to take, if he or she qualifies.
Student Portfolio:  Students may present their best work in a portfolio to be used in a job interview. This will represent the student’s knowledge and accomplishments in the class.

Grading:  Each assignment will count once in the gradebook unless students are notified otherwise.  Final exam will be the state VoCATS exam, 25% of the semester grade. Students must take this exam to receive credit for the course; it may not be exempted.
Supplies:  You MUST have your supplies Wednesday, September 1! If your family cannot provide you with a binder and dividers by this day, you need to see me BEFORE August 31, or your grade will be affected. Carson has a school store in the media center.
1. 1 1/2 inch binder for class notebook.  We will set up our notebooks together in class. 
2. lined, 3-ring writing paper

3. 7 dividers with tabs. These may be homemade. (Tabs: Information, Early Work, ServSafe, Knife Skills, Cakes, Breads, Entrepreneurship)

6. 3x5 index cards for flashcards, optional
7. hair restraint for food labs (elastic hair band, hat), may be kept in the classroom

8. closed toe shoes for labs, which may be kept in the classroom 
Please bring bathroom drink cups, if possible, for extra credit.

Policies
Notebooks:  Students will keep notebooks in the classroom.  They will be graded each quarter.  Each assignment will be given a page number and listed on the Table of Contents in your notebook. The Table of Contents will be posted.  You may check your notebook with this if you have missed a day or you are missing items.  I will not be able to make extra copies of handouts. Check the Schoolnotes site.
Behavior Expectations:  1.  Show courtesy and respect;  2.  Raise your hand and wait;  
3.  Stay seated unless you have permission;  4.  Heads up and be attentive;  5.  Clean up after yourself;  6.  Work cooperatively and do your part;  7.  Be on time and prepared.

Possible consequences:  Verbal warning, change of location, conference with teacher, parent contact, reflection paper, to ISS for time out, to principal.

Productivity Grade:  Students are expected to be productive from bell to bell. This means being in class, having materials, being engaged in class activities, and not distracting others.  Students earn 20 points daily for a bi-weekly grade, like a paycheck.  Examples of being unproductive or keeping the class from being productive are: not doing assignment or beginning promptly, electronic devices visible, talking at inappropriate times, late to class, not prepared with supplies, out of seat without permission, not cleaning up after oneself, being out of the classroom, etc.  When you are not here, you are not productive, and full points will not be earned.

Make up work for absences: Students will have 5 days upon returning to school to complete missed assignments and tests. Students are responsible for getting missed assignments.  If possible, make up tests will be given as soon as possible in class on the student’s first day back. Otherwise, students are responsible for coming in before or after school to make up tests. Absences past 7 must be made up with Mrs. Hendrix or in Attendance Recovery after school to receive course credit.  
Labs will be made up at home within two weeks. The student will bring a small sample of the product and a Home Lab Sheet signed by the parent.  It is the student’s responsibility to get the recipe and lab sheet.

Late work:  Ten points are deducted for each day late.  Signed forms and progress reports must be returned, regardless of date.  Write the due date, the date you are turning it in, and the number of days late at the top.
Tardies: After School Detention (does NOT count toward Recovery Time)
Hall passes:  Students are expected to use the bathroom and run errands between classes. You have six passes per semester, which are worth one-half point on your final average (which is half a grade level).  While I understand that everyone has personal needs, I reserve the right to refuse students who abuse hall pass privileges. Bring a note for medical bathroom issues, even if you already have one in guidance. 

Food:  Students may drink plain bottled water with a cap.  Do not bring food, gum or beverages.

Electronic Devices:  Students may choose to keep electronic devices out of sight and turned off or place them in safekeeping during Foods class.

Action Folder:  Each student has a folder that acts as a mailbox for turning in work and receiving it back.  If there is not an appropriate time during class for a personal question, put a note standing up in your folder, and I’ll respond by the next day. Turn in papers standing up so they can be seen, or you may not get credit.
Daily Classroom Procedures
1. As you enter the classroom, empty your Action Folder. Pick up your Early Work paper.  Place belongings under your desk.

2. Early Work—Copy and answer the question. Put in basket within 5 minutes of the bell.  

3. Review and focus.

6. Quality Standard for Dismissal:                                                                                             1) Clean up classroom supplies and books.  

2) Gather all your belongings.  Students leaving their belongings or class supplies out will be asked to straighten the classroom and/or lose points.  

3) Be in your seat.
7. Dismissal—The teacher (not the bell) dismisses the class.  The first period class takes down all chairs.  The last class puts up chairs.  

Classroom Managers   Managers earn approximately 10 points extra credit daily for helping our classroom community run smoothly and helping a substitute teacher.  Managers will rotate about every three weeks.  Turn in your log at end of each quarter.
Family, Career and Community Leaders of America (FCCLA):  Students who have taken any FACS course, Career Management, or Life Skills in middle school may join.  Competitions, travel, Carson meetings, projects, and fun! Competitive Events Training is required to compete. 
Progress reports will be sent home September 28 and December 7. Return signed report within 3 days for a grade. Report cards are issued November 9 and February 2.

Parents, mark your calendar, and if you do not receive one or if you would like to check progress at any time, contact me.  Three days before a report period ends, students may turn in late work from that period for 50% credit.
