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Procedures and Application for Industry Certfication

The Rowan-Salisbury School System and Career and Technical Education provides state supported coursework that assist in preparing high school students for industry examination in: 

· Computer Engineering II & III (A+ Certification) 
· Network Administration II & III – Network Engineering II & III 
      (Net+ Certification) 
· Foods II – Advanced (ServSafe Certification) 
· Allied Health Sciences II (Nurse Aide Certification) 

Student candidates interested in the industry exams will be responsible for maintaining a “B” average in the state course and taking the end of course VoCATS exam at the end of the semester. The school system does not fund the industry examinations; however, special discounts or assistance are offered through associations and organizations to which Career and Technical Education subscribes. 
Students interested in taking an industry examination should complete the application and return to their instructor no later than the first week of the new semester. The instructors are asked to compile a list of prospective candidates, along with funding, for submission to the Career and Technical Education office.

Students will be responsible for examination cost. Student candidates should pay the examination fee to their respective high school instructor, who in turn forwards the receipted monies to the financial secretary at the school. The fees are to be processed by the school’s financial secretary, who sends one check to the Rowan-Salisbury School System-Career and Technical Education. Judy Suddeth will receive the money and proceed to arrange payment of examination fees.

The instructor will provide information about the exam and the location of the test sites. The instructor will communicate all information and instructions necessary to complete the industry examination process to the students. Students can seek individual assistance through their instructor or the Career Development Coordinator (CDC).

It should be noted that students interested in taking the industry exams, must provide their own transportation to and from the exam. The student candidates should study/prepare for the examination on his or her time, taking full responsibility for his or her success. The instructor can assist the student with information concerning preparation guides.

The Rowan-Salisbury School System and Career and Technical Education are not responsible for the student’s failure to complete the process or the financial obligation incurred by the examination procedures. Any questions about the process should be directed to the instructor or the CDC at the student’s school site.
