CLASS WEBSITE

The website is updated weekly. You will find a monthly newsletter and also any
weekly notes and/or information on upcoming projects and dates. If you do not have a
computer or internet access at home, please let me know so | can send hard copies of
these to you.

BOOK REPORTS
In September, the students will begin doing book reports every month. A different
format will be assigned each month. These are designed to be easy, fun reports that
show your child’s work and will hopefully give them an enjoyment for reading. These
will count as a grade, so it is important your child be prepared each month. I will not
accept late reports. Your child will be given the information in class and | will try to
have a link with the book report information on the website each month.

FRIDAY FOLDERS
Each Friday, your child will take home their Friday Folder. Inside will contain
their assignments and class work. Review the work with your child and sign the
weekly report. The folder must be returned on Mondays. You can also place any
letters/notes to me in the Friday Folder. The completed work does not need to be
returned.

ABSENCES
If your child is absent from school, please send a note of explanation. All
homework and class assignments must be made up within two days. It is
important that your child have very limited absences. We do a lot of activities
in class that are difficult to make-up. If possible contact me and | can arrange to have



their missed work waiting in the office.

PARENT CONFERENCES
If you would like to meet with me, then please send a note with your child, email or
call the school to make an appointment. | think teacher/parent communication is very
important, so please don’t hesitate to contact me if you have any concerns that may
arise.

VOLUNTEERS

CLASSROOM DISCIPLINE PLAN
