GRADING CRITERIA

Projects – 20%

Assessments/Tests – 40%

There will be 3-4 per quarter.  Most tests are a combination of objective questions with some longer answer questions.  

Classwork – 30%

This includes all classroom work, map activities, and in-class projects.  This will often involve partner and small group work.
Homework – 10%

Current Events/This Date in History two times per quarter are the only graded homework assignments.  Other homework will consist of completing class assignments, projects, and studying for tests.
