2. afford (verb) – to be able to pay for.  
After my sister got a new job, she could afford to buy a car.

3. mellow (adj.) – clear, full and pure in sound; calm and relaxed.  
When the man sang his voice was beautiful and mellow.  Yang, p. 3

4. scrounge- (verb) to hunt around for something   I scrounged around to find wood for the fire.   Cat p. 5

5. vague- (adjective) not clearly stated, understood, remembered, or seen I have a vague memory of sitting with my great-grandmother many years ago. Cat p. 14 


6. negligence – (noun) failure to do what is required or to be careful The teenager’s negligence with the car caused him to lose his driving privilege. Cat p. 98


7. glimpse – (verb) to catch a quick view of something; a short hurried look.  As I got out of the car, I caught a glimpse of the family who just moved into the house next door.  Goose p. 7

8. snoop – (verb) to look or search for something in a sneaky or nosy way.  Yesterday I caught my little brother snooping for my diary.  Goose p. 61
