Curriculum:

· 6th Grade will be using Positive Action Bible Curriculum titled: “Winning the Race”. This book includes studies of various Bible characters and an overview of the Book of Revelation, students will learn how the principles of God's Word can help them gain victory in the race of life

· 7th and 8th Grade will be using a curriculum titled “Route 66” by Positive Action Bible Curriculum. Route 66 is designed to help students understand Scripture and scriptural principles as a whole. It introduces them to each book’s context, especially in relationship to the other books of the Bible. Route 66 will give students the tools to trace the major landmarks as they journey through Scripture. At the same time, it will help them to examine their lives and grow in their commitment to Christ. This curriculum will be a 2 year book by book walk through of the bible, so you student will complete the class next year.
· 9th-11th Grade will be using “Dynamic Christian Living” from Positive Action Curriculum. This curriculum focuses on the idea that just as in our natural life, the Christian life is designed to be a life of continued growth. This study will give our students the basic tools to “jump start” their journey of spiritual growth. It will  help the students attain a clearer understanding of salvation, learn how to study the Bible, and recognize the power and purpose of prayer. They will also learn to  share Christ with the lost and to daily live out their faith and love towards God.

Homework grades consist of: Participation, behavior, and classwork assigned.

Test grades consist of: Test, quizzes, bible verses, mid-terms, and finals.

Classroom Rules/Expectations: Every student needs to have respect for the teacher and their fellow classmates. 
Late Assignments:  Assignments that are not turned in at the beginning of class on the due date are considered late. Assignments that are one day late can not receive higher than a 70. Assignments that are two days late will receive a 0.  
Folders/Communication: Each student will be assigned a folder for Bible.  Please be aware graded papers will be sent home via the folder and assignments will be listed on Schoolnotes.  Students will also be instructed to write daily assignments in their planners.  
Bible Verses: Each student will be asked to memorize scripture every week. Each student will receive a sheet that will list the verse requirements for each week the first week of school. We will recite the verse on Friday of the week it is assigned and there will be a quiz over that week’s lesson.
