NEWSPAPER TERMS
Logo-the name of the newspaper
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Masthead-the names of the newspaper's publisher, editor, and staff
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Dateline-opening words of a story identifying the place where the story originated and the date in which it was written
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Byline-the name of an article's writer or author
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Cut-Photo or illustration
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Cutline-a photo's caption
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Ears-information at the top and sides of the front page that includes teasers with information from other sections including weather and sports
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Folio-volume number, date, and price information
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Headline-big, bold words at the top of a story; a story's title
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Jumpline-a line at the end of the first page of a story, directing the reader to its continuation on another page
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
