World Studies Chapter 13 Projects
Here is a list of project ideas that you may select from to satisfy your project requirements. There are many examples listed below for each category.  This list is not meant to limit you.  If you have an original idea, or if one of these ideas gives you another idea, let me know and we will discuss it!

GENERAL REQUIREMENTS FOR PROJECTS

Although you will be given a great deal of freedom regarding your projects, some guidelines will be in place.  In general, these guidelines can be adjusted, but you must check with me prior to beginning the project (note this on the project proposal form).  Each type of project has a unique rubric to guide you.

Project Rubrics will be posted on my EdGate Page under Downloads.  Download the rubric that aligns with the project you are working on.  Please use the rubric as a guide to accomplish your objectives for your project.  Any questions please feel free to ask.
Museum Exhibit: 
We have been studying the Renaissance and Reformation periods in Europe.  In order to gain a better understanding of the war, you will be creating a Museum Exhibit with this section based on topics mentioned in Chapter 13.  You will each (individually) select a topic about some  aspect of the Renaissance and Reformation period, conduct research, prepare a brief summary of the results of that research and create a visual depiction of your topic.   Essentially, you are creating a museum exhibit.  Your Museum Exhibit will be set up in much the same way as a real museum, with exhibits and short summaries explaining the exhibit in front of the display.  Your museum will be interactive.   Mr. Bace’s other classes will walk through each exhibit and leave you questions and comments about your exhibit.  You will then answer the questions posed by the other class.  

Trading Cards: 

Your assignment will be to make 5 quality trading cards on the Renaissance and Reformation Era.  There won’t be any restrictions on this project, since I would like you to be as creative as possible.  However, there are a few guidelines that you should keep in mind while working on the assignment.

1. One card must be about a place in Europe during this time.  It can be a country or a city.  Make sure that you make a connection with this time period of history to the place.
2. Only two cards can be about a person who had an important role in either time period.  Other cards must be about important social, political or economic events.  Which are which, is up to you.  However, if you are not sure about the subject of a card, please ask!

3. The front of the card should have a drawing or photocopied picture.  Also, there should be a title on the front that describes what the subject of the card will be.

4. On the back should be information about the subject of your card.  If your card is about a person, then you should tell who the person is and how they relate to one of the three aspects —political, economic or social.  If your card is about an event, then the back should discuss the event and how it relates to one of the three aspects.  The back of the card should not only tell about the subject, but why it is important.  

5. Cards can be no smaller than 4X6 – you want to be complete and neat and have all information on the card.  

6. The cards should be packaged like trading cards.  There needs to be a wrapper and a title for your group of cards.  The quality of the package will influence your creativity grade.  Don’t forget – the piece of gum!
7. Also you must type, in MLA Format a 1 to 2 page paper of your topic.
Movie Trailer:

Objective:  To create a movie trailer on a specific topic covered Chapter 13, demonstrating a strong, in-depth understanding of the topic and its relevance to the Renaissance and Reformation.

Project:  Your group will cut together a short Movie Trailer that will be narrated by your group.  You may use historical footage, film all of the footage yourself, or any combination.

Requirements: 

1. A 1-2 minute trailer burned onto a CD

a. Make sure you decide on a genre/style:  drama, documentary, comedy, musical, action/adventure, science fiction, horror etc.

2. Complete voice over by EACH member of your group

a. Recorded in with trailer

3. Written Script & Action Summary (see attached)

a. Dialogue and language should be AUTHENTIC to the time period

4. Full Color poster for your movie 

a. Must be on a rigid surface at least 12”x 18” (poster board, cardboard, foam core)

b. Must be in full color (no color printers here!)

c. Must not have extra white space

d. Must be completely glued down using rubber cement or Decoupage Glue

e. Must creatively include the names of all of your group members (ie as stars or Director, producer, etc)

5. Must include a properly formatted WORKS CITED PAGE

a. The source for your information must come from YOUR TEXTBOOK and

b. At least 2 sources from Gale Reference Library

Stamp Project:
OBJECTIVE: Students will be able to discover various topics pertaining to the Renaissance and Reformation and identify peoples contributions, while creating a symbolic stamp and essay.
Requirements for Stamp
· Must be on 12”x12” poster board or foam core

· Must be in Color or must be Colored 

· Must have a picture of the person large and centered

· Must have 4 symbols around the person

· Must look like  a stamp

· Must demonstrate effort at grade level

Newspaper Project:
Create a newspaper based on the section you outlined in class.

The Requirements: The following items MUST be included in your project: 

1. Title of newspaper (it must be a creative title, not simple “The Daily News)”; 

2. Stories of the newspaper should be based on the topics in each section.  Each news story must be at least 150 words.

3. An interview with two people from your section must be included.

The Supplemental Pieces:  In addition to the above requirements, you MUST DO ALL of the following items to include in your project: 

1. A labeled map of the region where the events took place

2. An editorial section.

3. Three “photos” and captions – that deals with the topic of research.

4. 2 letters to the editor (optional).

This project grade will be equivalent to a test grade.  Any projects not received during the class period on the due date will be considered late.  You must present the project to the class.  The grading rubric is on the back.

As usual, extra points will be awarded for creativity!

Poster Art:
Poster art can include propaganda, advertisements, collages, large thematic maps, timeline, or schematic diagrams.  Poster board should be used and color is required.  Extensive artistic ability is not necessary for this project, but the project must be very neat and well organized (e.g., titles,

captions, etc.).  A computer, scanner, and copy machine may be used for this type of project. 

The project should demonstrate that the student has a working knowledge of the concept being

presented.

Political Cartoons:
A student should use his or her art talent to the best of their ability; whereas you are not graded

so much on the art itself, the drawing must be neat, clear, and done with care.  The student must

portray a political or social issue or a historical event in a unique, funny, or clever manner.  The

message or point must be clear.  The cartoon should show that the cartoonist understands the

concept.  It should be done on a large piece of cardboard or other sturdy material and the use of

color is highly recommended.  Include a brief typed commentary as part of the board or on a

separate piece of paper.

Reports:


Reports must focus on stated subjects or be approved.  Reports must be original (in student’s

words), well organized (introduction, thesis, and conclusion), and be free from grammatical and

spelling errors.  At least two sources must be used and be fully cited.  Reports should be 4 to 5

pages, double spaced, and typed in 12-point type.  A first copy (handwritten or typed) must be

used to edit and improve your report, and must be handed in with the final copy.
