1. Connotation-noun. The associated or secondary meaning of a word or expression (A possible connotation of ‘home’ is a place of warmth, comfort, and affection)
2. Implore-verb.  To call upon for urgent aid or mercy, to beg for mercy or help
3. Insolent-adjective.  Boldly rude or disrespectful
4. Ominous-adjective.  Threatening, giving a feeling of evil
5. Omnipotent-adjective.  Infinite in power as God or a deity; having unlimited power or authority
6. Somber-adjective.  Gloomy, dark, shadowy.  Dark, dull, and depressing (She was in a somber mood after hearing the bad news).
7. Tentative-adjective.  Unsure, hesitant, not definite or positive (Being lost, he was tentative about which road to take)
8. Translucent-adjective.  Allowing light to pass through so that an object on the other side is not clearly visible (The translucent window made it difficult to see who was on the other side)
