English Study Guide for Nouns and Pronouns
Singular and plural nouns
· Most nouns change from singular to plural by just adding an –s

street----streets

· Nouns ending in s, x, ch, and sh:  add –es

dress---dresses, ax---axes

· Nouns ending with a vowel and y:  add –s

valley---valleys

· Nouns ending with a consonant and y:  change the y to i and add –es     city-----cities

· Nouns ending in f or fe:  change the f to v and add –es for some nouns and add –s to others

life---lives, calf---calves, cliff---cliffs

· Nouns ending with a vowel and o: add –s
rodeo—rodeos, radio—radios

· Nouns ending with a consonant and o:  add –s to some and add –es to others

Solo—solos, piano—pianos,  echo—echoes, tomato—tomatoes

· Nouns that have special plural spellings:  foot---feet, woman—women

· Nouns that remain the same in the singular and the plural:  trout—trout, deer—deer, sheep—sheep

Singular and plural possessive nouns

· add an apostrophe and –s ( ‘s)
· if the plural noun ends in an –s, add only and apostrophe after the –s (s’)
girls---girls’, calves---calves’
· when a plural noun does not end in –s, add a –‘s to form the plural possessive noun
children---children’s, mice---mice’s

Subject pronouns
· I, you, he, she, it, we, they
Object pronouns

· Me, you, her, him, it, us, them

When using I or me with other nouns or other pronouns, always name yourself last.
