Verbs Quiz Study Guide
· Be able to identify actions verbs: shows what the subject does or did.

Malia serves the ball.

· Be able to identify the direct object of a sentence: a word in the predicate that receives the action of a verb.  

Luke steers the ship.  Luke is the subject, steers is the action verb and ship is the direct object (what is being steered)

· Be able to identify main and helping verbs.  The main verb shows the action and the helping verb works with the main verb.  They form a verb phrase.

Julia is winning the game.  Winning is the verb and ‘is’ is the helping verb.  Remember the helping verb song!

-am, is, are, was, were, will, shall, have, has, had

· Be able to identify linking verbs: links the subject with a word or words in the predicate.  Usually describes the subject and does not show action.

Chloe feels happy.  Chloe is not touching anything, she is happy.
