Title (2 points)
· Write the title of the section in the blank above. 
· Write a complete sentence that predicts what the section will be about.  Do not use the main words in the title. 
Summary (4 points)
· In the Chapter Highlights at the end of the chapter, find the bulleted section notes for the section you are reading.  There are notes for all of the sections, but you need only the notes for ONE section.  
· Rephrase each section note as a goal for you to meet; goals describe things that you will be able to do after completing the section
· Put boxes to the left of each goal, so that you can check them off as you achieve them.
Headings and Margins (6 points)
· Write the main headings (in large red print in the textbook) and subheadings (in smaller light-blue print) below.  Indent the subheadings.  Leave lots of space between the headings.  DO NOT write the title of the section.
· List by name every picture, illustration, chart, or table under the appropriate heading or subheading; if there are any that have no names, give them appropriate names along with their page numbers.  Write a description of each one telling what you see in it and what purpose it serves.  The captions should help you
· Write the page numbers to the right of each heading and picture name..

Questions

Begin your questions with “what”, “when”, “who”, “where”, “why”, and/or “how” to create diverse questions.  Also, try writing tasks using words like “compare/contrast” and “support” or “evaluate”. 

Review Questions (2 points)
· Write all of the section’s review questions found at the end of the section.

· Number the questions like they are numbered in the book.

· DO NOT answer the questions until later.
Heading Questions/Tasks (2 points)
· Rephrase all of the main headings and subheadings as questions or tasks.  If the question or task is repeated from before, change the wording to change its meaning.
· Continue numbering the questions from where you left off in the last part.  For example, if there are four questions in the Section Review, the first question in this part should be number five.

· DO NOT answer the questions until later.
Summary Questions/Tasks (2 points)
· Come up with at least one question or task for each of the goals you wrote in the Summary part of the Survey.  If a question or task is repeated, change the wording to change its meaning.
· Continue numbering the questions where you left off in the Headings Questions/Tasks part.

· DO NOT answer the questions until later.
Read and Recite (6 points)
· Read the passage.  Keep the questions accessible to you as you read.
· Answer ALL of the questions you wrote on a separate sheet of paper.  If you cannot find the answer, write DNF (did not find).
Review

· Go over the goals you wrote for the Summary part.  If you have achieved a goal, check it off the list.  Make sure that you have achieved all of your goals.
