Book Review using Glogster

Please answer each question carefully and thoroughly and present the information neatly and creatively by creating a Glogster page and printout of your Glog.    
1. What is the title and author of the book?

2. What SPECIFIC type of genre is this book.  Provide a definition of this specific type of genre.    

3. Choose two of your favorite parts of the book.  Write a summarizing paragraph for each and explain why each of these parts is your favorite (each paragraph should be six to eight sentences long). 

4. Would you recommend this book?  Why or why not?  Provide at least three detailed reasons why or why not.

5. Step outside the book.  What is the author’s purpose in writing this book?  What theme (central idea/message) do you think he/she is implying for the readers?
Directions for Glogster.

1. Log on to glogster.com

2. Click on “Register” in the top right corner if you do not already have an account. If you have an account, skip step 3.   
3. Create a Glogster account and write down your Glogster nickname (username) and password in a safe place so you do not forget this information!  

4. Once logged in, click on “Create a New Glog”

5. Once on the New Glog page, play around with a few of the functions before starting your Book Review and look over sample Glog Book Review to get some ideas and start creating.  
6. Create a Glog that is visually appealing with text boxes readable when printed out.  Graphics should relate to the theme, plot, or other part of the book.  Be sure your FIRST and LAST NAME are on your Book Review!

7. When finished with Glog, 



a.  click on “Save and Publish” button at the top right; 



b.  Name of this Glog is LMS Summer Book Review;  



c.  Category is School; 



d.  Click on the “Public” option on the right side of box and click “Save & Publish”



e.  When the “Your Glog has be published” box appears, click on “View This Glog” button on the 



     bottom left and PRINT out your Glog Summer Book Review.  

8. To print Glog after logging in, click on tab “My Dashboard”; scroll down to “Your Glog” section of Dashboard page; click on your glog; print out glog book review.
