Journal Entry Regulations

Each week a journal entry will be due.  Each entry must be one page typed.  The format must consist of twelve point regular Times New Roman font.  Line spacing can be no more than double-spaced.

What resources will be used?


Throughout the semester, students will take a look at various selections from well known mathematical literature, study and analyze graphs and charts, answer posing questions, analyze mathematical websites, read newspaper and magazine articles, etc.

What am I looking for?


I want students to comprehend mathematical “lingo”, make predictions about events that have occurred or will occur, analyze numbers and statistics, share feelings about unsolved problems, etc.  These entries should be personal entries shared only between the teacher and the student.  Papers will be graded on depth of comprehension.

JOURNAL ENTRY ONE:

There are many different genres of life that are related to mathematics.  For instance, music, art, sports, nature, and weather all have parallels to mathematics and mathematical reasoning.  In an entry, state at least three examples of how one specific genre relates to mathematics.
