                  CONDUCT
 

Attached you will find a list of general Kindergarten Conduct Rules.  The importance of appropriate conduct cannot be overemphasized.  A behavior envelope will be sent home with your child.  The purpose of this is to let you know your child’s conduct each school day and to reward each child for good behavior.
 

GREEN                       (Super Behavior) -  All rules were followed.
 

YELLOW                    (Minor Behavior Problem) – Classroom behavior needs improving.
 

RED                             (Poor Behavior) – Child is disrupting the classroom and he or she is not following the rules.  If your child is on red, it is very important that you talk with your child about being a good student and following school rules.
 

            Please keep the Behavior Envelope at home so you and your child can keep up with the number of GREEN tickets.  When 10 GREEN tickets are in the envelope, send the envelope and tickets back to me so your child can visit the Class Treasure Chest!
 

                  SCHOOL PAPERS
 

Please check your child’s back-pack or satchel daily.  Occasionally you will find assignments that your child did not complete in class.  Please make sure that the work is finished at home.  Encourage your child to be neat and to do his or her best on all tasks.
 

 

                  SHOW AND TELL
 

Your child will be assigned a show and tell day – one day per week.  Your child may bring something to show and tell about – as long as it is NOT something that might die or spoil!  Regular participation is encouraged (only one item) - but it is not required that a student bring something to SHOW AND TELL.
 

BIRTHDAYS
 

Parents may send cookies only on the morning of the child’s birthday.  Please do not send cupcakes, cakes, favors or drinks.  Birthday invitations may not be sent home from school.
 

                  STUDENT OF THE WEEK
 

Throughout the year each child will be featured as the student of the week.  Your child will be asked to bring photographs, etc. to share with their class.  You will receive more information one week prior to your child’s turn.
            
                  BOOK CLUB
 

Each class participates in a monthly book club.  There is no obligation to order, but it is a great way to begin your child’s own home library.  With every order we send in our class will receive free learning materials.
 

 

                              STORY / QUIET TIME
 

Rest time is included in our daily schedule.  Children are not required to sleep but must rest quietly.  Books, toys, stuffed animals etc. are not allowed during that time.   Please send a bath towel for your child to rest on.

You are encouraged to send or purchase a healthy lunch for your child.  Please make sure your child has a hearty breakfast. Lunch money should be kept in your child’s back pack until lunch time.  Prepaid lunch cards may be purchased in the cafeteria.

Send an extra “change of clothing” to be left in your child’s locker at all times for emergencies.  Please put clothing in a zip lock bag, labeled with your child’s name and change out as needed.
