Grade Recovery Contract

Please note the DCPS requirements for grade recovery eligibility are as follows:

Grade Recovery is meant to assist students who have made an effort to be successful in a course but have failed to make adequate progress to meet standards during a grading period. Grade Recovery is not a vested right automatically conferred upon a student who receives a failing grade. To be eligible for Grade Recovery, a student: 

· must have earned a D or F as a quarter or final grade; 

· must have made a good faith effort to timely perform classroom work or have accepted additional assistance offered to them during the applicable grading period; 

· must have completed all work that was missed due to a violation (or a sanction for a violation) of the Student Code of Conduct and must comply with the attendance policy as determined in the 

School Board Policy Manual: File: JH (2) ―”Missed work shall be made up for all absences; a day of make-up work shall be allowed for each day of absence, when appropriate, pursuant to the Student Progression Plan Appendix D. Each student shall receive full credit for such work”

· must complete Grade Recovery using a district-approved program prior to the end of the following grading period (Compass Odyssey); and 

· must not have engaged in plagiarism or cheating specifically identified by the teacher which resulted in the unsatisfactory grade. 

The recovery grade will improve to a C when the standards are mastered. A grade of D may be assigned if the teacher determines that progress is made toward the standard(s). When a student transfers to another school, Grade Recovery must be initiated by the parent/student with the sending school. The sending school is responsible for providing the Grade Recovery work, grading and assigning the appropriate grade. The Grade Recovery process of the sending school will apply. 

In order to participate in the Compass Odyssey Grade Recovery for the 1st   Quarter, students must the requirements as outlined above.  It is the student’s responsibility to request grade recovery by printing this contract and turning in the signed portion no later than Friday, November 13th.  Students not requesting recovery by this date will not be allowed to participate in the process for the 1st quarter.
Upon receipt of the signed contract, I will set the appropriate functions to make the Odyssey computer program available to the student.  Once this happens, the students will be able to complete the following steps:

For campus access through the network:

1. Launch the web browser and type odyssey in your browser address bar.

2. Use your district user name and password to log into the portal.

3. Click “Log in” and begin.

From a Remote Computer:

To ensure that a workstation is properly set up to run the CompassLearning Odyssey program, you will need to verify that all minimum software requirements are met.

1. Launch your web browser (Internet Explorer)

2. Type the following address:

www.compasslearningodyssey.com

3. Click System Requirements 

4. Click Check System 

5. The system will be checked for minimum requirements

6. Download any requirements no found by clicking on the link provided

Once your computer is ready, you will have to log into the DCPS SSL VPN web site.  Once logged in, you will be presented with a web page containing links to the internally hosted Compass courses.  The URL for the SSL VPN web site is:  https://arete.dcps.us  Once there, follow these steps:

1. Launch your web browser and type https://arete.dcps.us/ in your browser address bar.

2. Use your district user name and password into the VPN Portal.

a. your username is s + student number

b. password is capital first letter of your first name + two digit number for the day you were born + lower case first letter of your last name + last four digits of social security number

3. When connected, select Compass Odyssey, student.

4. Sign out using link on Connectra page.

Once the student has turned in a signed contract and has begun the grade recovery process, he has until midnight on Friday, December 11th  to complete the tasks.  At that time, a report will be printed of the student’s progress.  If the student has met the standards for each of the tasks (meaning the student completed each assignment with at least 70% accuracy), the student’s grade may be changed to a D or a C, depending on the circumstance.
I have read the requirements for the Robert E. Lee English II 1st  Quarter Grade Recovery and wish to participate.  I understand that participation this quarter means I will not be eligible for grade recovery for English II for the remainder of the year.  I also understand that all requirements for grade recovery must be completed and submitted no later than midnight on Friday, December 11, 2009.  If I have not submitted the work, I understand I will neither receive a grade change, nor will I be eligible for another grade recovery attempt this school year.
