   3.  Write a MLA style research paper as well as the 10th grade level FCAT Writes essay

        using pre-write through publish, six-trait review, peer review, and rubric training.

   4.  Conduct RESEARCH using valid books, magazines, databases, etc., to gather with 

        paraphrases and quotes in the MLA format.   

   5.  Create Projects such as Storyboards, Advertisements, and Poetry Anthologies.
Required Supplies: Refer to supply list. Everything will be organized in class.
Literature: Most of the novels, short stories, poems, plays, and films that we will read or view this year will center around the theme “Coming of Age.” F=Film / B=Book / P=Play

Grading Policy: 100pts= Test/Projects/Essays   20pts=Quizzes   10pts=(Each Page) Daily Work/Homework
Homework:  Homework is due at the beginning of the period and is to be placed in the homework in-box for your class period. If it is not handed in at this time, it is considered late and will received a 50% if less than one week has passed. Any HW assignment later than one week will be collected an assigned a 0.
Late Work:  Late work due to absences will be turned in to the Absent basket with parent/guardian slip. It is your responsibility to mark your work “ABSENT” at the top and to include the date(s) you were gone. It is your responsibility to make sure your work is turned in on a timely basis. I will not be asking for it. You have as many days as you were absent to make up the work. ISSP and OSSP do not count as excused absences.

·  Assignment due the day you were absent →  due IMMEDIATELY upon your return. 
·  Assignment given prior to your absence → still due on the original due date.
·  Assignment given the day you were gone → you have the same number of days you were gone to turn in the assignment. However, you have a calendar of assignments…so no excuses
·  For long-term assignments, you have the same due date as the rest of the class.
· Tests or quizzes can only be made up after school or before school or during your lunch.
·  Always check my website for the day’s assignment(s) and other information.  Come to me with any additional questions and/or check with a reliable friend.  I will not come to you asking for your work.
· I understand that at times unusual things happen that prevent you from completing an assignment in the allotted time. If this applies to you, TALK TO ME! Depending upon the circumstances, I might give an extension. But- - - YOU MUST TALK TO ME! 
Attendance:  Good attendance is critical in this class! Students who miss class miss out on the great collaboration, discussion, and instruction that occurs every day. If you are absent for the day,  just part of a day, or the period,  it is your responsibility to find out what you missed. Always check the daily agenda on the whiteboard, my website, and your planner for assignments and their due dates.   Tardies: If you are late, go get a tardy pass. There is no other option.

CLASSROOM RULES:

· must have completed all work that was missed due to a violation (or a sanction for a violation) of the Student Code of Conduct and must comply with the attendance policy as determined in the 

School Board Policy Manual: File: JH (2) ―”Missed work shall be made up for all absences; a day of make-up work shall be allowed for each day of absence, when appropriate, pursuant to the Student Progression Plan Appendix D. Each student shall receive full credit for such work”

· must complete Grade Recovery using a district-approved program prior to the end of the following grading period (Compass Odyssey); and 

· must not have engaged in plagiarism or cheating specifically identified by the teacher which resulted in the unsatisfactory grade. 
The recovery grade will improve to a C when the standards are mastered. A grade of D may be assigned if the teacher determines that progress is made toward the standard(s). When a student transfers to another school, Grade Recovery must be initiated by the parent/student with the sending school. The sending school is responsible for providing the Grade Recovery work, grading and assigning the appropriate grade. The Grade Recovery process of the sending school will apply. 
THE ONLY RECOURSE FOR STUDENTS IS THE STAR SATURDAY SCHOOL PROGRAM. NO OTHER GRADE RECOVERY OPTION IS AVAILABLE FOR MS. BISHOP’S CLASS. BY THE WAY, I NORMALLY TEACH THE SATURDAY SCHOOL PROGRAM.

The following is a list of movies related to our curriculum that may be viewed this year.  Please review the list and sign below to indicate your permission for your child to view these films and read these books.   All of these novels can be found in the media center or book room.  

West Side Story:  Winner of 10 Academy Awards, including Best Picture, this classic musical set among the tenements of New York City finds star-crossed lovers Maria (Natalie Wood) and Tony (Richard Beymer) caught in the midst of a turf war between rival gangs the Sharks and the Jets. The modern Romeo and Juliet story features original choreography by Jerome Robbins, as adapted from the stage production (Netflix). 
To Kill a Mockingbird:  Based on Harper Lee's Pulitzer Prize winning book of 1960. Atticus Finch is a lawyer in a racially divided Alabama town in the 1930s. He agrees to defend a young black man who is accused of raping a white woman. Many of the townspeople try to get Atticus to pull out of the trial, but he decides to go ahead. How will the trial turn out - and will it change any of the racial tension in the town? (Netflix)
Romeo and Juliet 1996 Version:  In Shakespeare's classic play, the Montagues and Capulets, two families of Modern America, have hated each other for years, but the son of one family and the daughter of the other fall desperately in love and secretly marry (Netflix).                                                                                                                                                                              Edward Scissorhands:  A lonely inventor (Vincent Price) creates a fascinating boy named Edward (Johnny Depp) but dies before attaching human hands. So, Edward makes do with scissors. He lives a monastic existence until an Avon lady (Dianne Wiest) adopts him and takes him to live in the pastel paradise of suburbia. Bursting with offbeat charm and laughs, Edward Scissorhands is a must-see fairy tale for the whole family.                                                                                                       Gattaca:  Gattaca Corp. is an aerospace firm in the future. During this time society analyzes your DNA and determines where you belong in life. Ethan Hawke's character was born with a congenital heart condition which would cast him out of getting a chance to travel in space. So in turn he assumes the identity of an athlete who has genes that would allow him to achieve his dream of space travel (Netflix).                                                                                                                                                           A Raisin in the Sun:  In a Chicago tenement in the 1950s, Lena Younger (Phylicia Rashad) and her children, Walter (Sean Combs) and Beneatha (Sanaa Lathan), each hope for a better life in this moving, Emmy- and Golden Globe-nominated adaptation of Lorraine Hansberry's play. For Beneatha, that means higher education; Walter sets out to start his own business; and Lena refuses to allow her dream of owning a home to die at the hands of bigoted white neighbors (Netflix).                                             Twelve Angry Men (1957) : Henry Fonda, Lee J. Cobb, Ed Begley and Jack Klugman lead the distinctive cast of jurors whose character portrayals are mirrors of people in our own society today. Eleven jurors are convinced that the defendant is guilty of murder. The twelfth has no doubt of his innocence. The film revolves around how one man can steer the other jurors to his way of thinking (Netflix)                                                                                                                                                                         The Chocolate War and Beyond the Chocolate War:  These two novels chronicle Jerry Renault, a boy who is forced to sell chocolate for his school.  The novels contain profanity, sexual innuendo, references to teenage sex and sexuality, and religion.                                                                                                        The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn: The adventures of a boy and a runaway slave as they travel down the Mississippi River on a raft.  Contains some profanity and racial language of the pre-Civil War time period.
