RETAIL MERCHANDISING  (1/2 Year)
Course Objectives    Every student will:
1. Acquire skills for beginning sales positions and/or part-time work in retailing.
2. Gain valuable retail experience through hands-on work in the school store.
3. Be given an opportunity to take on leadership roles within the retail environment provided through the school store.
4. Use decision-making skills in the daily operation of the school store.
5. Develop communication and employee skills necessary for the workplace.
6. Demonstrate organization, team work, and good work habits.

Grading
The student will be graded on how well he/she performs as a worker both individually and as a team member.  The student will be graded on punctuality to class; attendance; following work schedules for the operation of the store; as well as overall attitude, behavior, and responsibility.  Class work from a textbook will also be included in the grade.
Student Expectations
Students are expected to show high levels of honesty and reliability when working for the store.

Students are expected to work on store related activities without constant supervision.

Students are to demonstrate the maturity and responsibility that is expected on any job site.

Students are expected to produce quality work on any assignments given.
Any computer use is for store assignments only—no internet (or music) for personal use.

Students are to be cognizant of noise levels and visits from friends during this class.

Students must sign and submit the Letter of Agreement regarding the Computer/Network/Internet Use Policy in order to have access to computers throughout the course.
