The purpose of this syllabus is to outline the course objectives, standards, and teacher’s expectations for success in French II.
Course Description: 
French II – Full Year

In this second year of introductory French, the course aims to promote a strong continuation in the study of the French language and a genuine appreciation of French culture, including the ethnic diversity of the Francophone community. 
Materials Needed Daily: covered textbook, a one-subject notebook with a folder section only to be used for French, pens, pencils, workbook Bleu, and your lap top and charger
Text: 
Discovering French, Nouveau! Bleu 
Attendance: Attendance in French class is essential if one desires to learn French and earn a passing grade. Being on time to class is also a must. Class begins at the second bell. You must be seated and ready to work. Class attendance policy is consistent with school policy. 

Assignments: 
· Check board daily for assignment. Do not rely solely on Edgate, “computer problems,” etc. will NOT excuse you from a homework assignment. 

· Homework must be handed in on time. If homework is not in class, on time, you will receive a zero for that day’s assignment. Late work will not be accepted.
· In case of illness, it may be helpful to have a phone number of a classmate to obtain the assignment so make-up work does not pile up. Check Edgate daily while absent.
· All work must be legible. You will be instructed when an assignment must be typed for submission.
· You will be given one free-bee a marking period. Every time you miss an assignment 5 points will be deducted from your final homework grade. So everyone starts off with a 100% for homework. 
Grading:   
· Your quarter grades will be drawn from the following areas: quizzes (45%); tests (30%); homework (10%); oral work (10%); preparedness (5%). All major tests will be announced; you can expect at least one or two quizzes per week.

Mid-term and Final:

· There will be both a mid-term and final exam in this class. All students must take the mid-term. There will be exemptions for the final exams if the student maintains an A for all four marking periods and receives an A on the midterm. 

Classroom Rules:

· Come prepared to class with all of your materials and homework. Remember there will be no visits to the lockers.

· If you have a pass to leave early, show it to me before class begins. It is your responsibility to get the correct assignment for the class. 

· Take care of bathroom needs before or after class.

· Do not use your cell phones during class, which includes text messaging and the internet.  

· Do not use your I-PODs during class unless given specific person from the teacher. 

· Lap top use is for the designated assignment given by the teacher and not to be used for any other purpose during class time. 

· You will receive a first warning for using your cell phone, I-POD, and lap top inappropriately during class time. After a second warning your parents/guardians will be notified of the problem. The object will be taken away after the third warning, and you along with your parents and the school disciplinarian will have a conference.

· I expect polite and courteous behavior at all times. Please participate actively in classroom activities by raising your hand and waiting to be called on by the teacher. 

· Remain in your seats throughout the entire period unless specified otherwise by the teacher.
