REPORT FORMAT:  

· DO NOT COPY from your resources. I know the websites students will use.  I HAVE CAUGHT KIDS DOING THIS – CUT & PASTE INFO and the grade will be LOW!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!   Read the information & then write it down in your own words. I know how you write!  It should be simple.  I will be able to tell!  

· Must be in pen & cursive or typed except where noted

· Should be put in some plastic/protective cover. Not just stapled. 

· Drawings must take up the whole page, be neat & colored. Drawings must be drawn, not computer printouts.  DO not Trace!  I know how you draw. 

· There should be NO spelling or grammar mistakes. Have someone edit your work and then rewrite correctly.  Paragraphs 4 – 8 sentences

· All sections should have a heading at the top bolded or in caps. 

· Don’t write TOO MUCH. When I say 2 pages, keep it 2 pages. Some students write on and on.  Pick & chose. If it’s too long points come off.
Grading Points & more detail on sections….

1. Cover –5 points - Title, your name, drawing of the state flag – not a picture or print out. It must be drawn by hand & colored. 

2.  Table of Contents – 5 points - Use the headings below as each ch. title, include a page #.  All pages should be # and match table of contents.

3. Information – 10 points– fill in the details on the form.  Must be neat, printing and pencil okay on this page.  Started in class.
4. History – 10 points– 1 – 2 pages written – 4 – 5 paragraphs. 

1st paragraph write about the Native Americans who inhabited your state including their tribal names & culture.  2nd paragraph write about how the state was discovered by early European explorers or Americans and any interesting information about that time period including interactions with Native Americans (if your state is young it may not be European explorers but American).  3rd paragraph - how and when it became a state.  4th – 5th paragraphs any interesting historical events during the 1900’s to the present.    

5. Geography/Climate – 10 points – 1 page written – 2  paragr. 1st paragraph write about the major mountain ranges, rivers, lakes and overall topography & landscape of the state.  2nd paragraph write about the climate (temp. ranges, precipitation, overall weather…) during summer & winter seasons.  

6. Economy/People – 10 points – 1 -2 pages written – 3 para.  

1st paragraph write about the major industries of your state.  What are the major exports, agriculture, etc.  2nd paragraph discuss & list the unemployment rate, poverty level, medium household income, minimum wage, etc. 3rd paragraph write about the present day people in your state and give gender, race and religion breakdowns in % or fraction.  Give information on state traditions, special holidays or festivals, or anything else that shows us something about the people who live there.  This may be difficult for some larger states but even talking about one or two festivals in specific cities can be interesting.   

7. State Map – 10 pts. lable major cities, mountains, rivers, lakes.

8. State Flower & Tree–10 pts. each pic. take ½ a pg. - on 1 pg. 

9. State Seal  – 10 points. Take up the whole pg. color…

10. Bibliography –10 pts – have resources used listed.  At least 2  books must be used.  2 Web sites - list the web site used.  See research worksheet page on bibliography format.

11. Overall neatness & presentation – 5 points

12. Turned in on time – 5 points

For example, you read about the Native American tribes in your state, write it on the History section under Native American tribes.  Then after these are filled in, use them to write your essays.  Essays MUST follow the Format I listed
