What is the geography of Greece like, and how would that help create the communities of ancient Greece?  

Greece is a rocky, mountainous country of many islands and peninsulas.  This is why it was hard to farm off the land so many Greeks became traders and sailors.  The mountains cut communities off from each other so that they could not get together easily.  City -states were formed and often warred against one another, even though they had much in common, such as language and beliefs.

What was democracy and citizenship like in Ancient Greece? 

The citizens had say in debating important laws and certain rulers, such as Solon of Athens, were known to be fair.  Not everyone was a citizen however.  In Athens, for example, only 1 in 5 people (males) were citizens.  Women, slaves and foreigners were not.

What was the Trojan War and how was it won?  

A story of a long war between Troy and the Greeks.  The Greeks won by a trick, the Trojan Horse (page 155) as told by the epic, the Iliad.
