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COMPUTER APPLICATIONS I:  WORD PROCESSING & DESIGN (1/2 Year)
Course Objectives  Every student will:
1.
Gain an understanding of the computer, including computer literacy basics, and the importance of the computer to all types of jobs in today's society.

2.
Develop the ability to manipulate word processing software which allows for the creating and editing of text documents.

3.
Develop the ability to manipulate presentation graphics software to produce professional-looking presentations.
4.
Acquire some basic concepts in utilizing desktop publishing software.
5.
Develop the ability to creatively import and edit graphic images into documents.

6.
Incorporate design principles into documents created with the word processing and presentation software.

7.
Develop logical thinking, decision-making, and problem-solving skills through practical application in the classroom.

8.
Achieve a base of knowledge for continued training in the business environment.

Grading

Grade will be based on classroom assignments, projects, unit assessments and productivity.
