Course Objectives  
1.
To provide students an opportunity to learn the financial planning 
process—what it is and what it can do for them.

2.
To help students gain knowledge and confidence in a variety of areas related to personal finance, including goal setting, career planning, employment, budgeting, banking, independent living, saving, investing, credit, insurance, identity theft and more.

3.
To provide students an opportunity to apply the financial planning process and other aspects of personal finance through stimulating exercises and assignments.

4.
To provide students an introduction to the stock market through participation in a competitive, online stock market game.
5.
To provide students an opportunity to take control of their finances—beginning now!

Grading
This course includes a variety of activities to reinforce each lesson.  Students will be required to demonstrate their learning through class discussion, chapter exercises, writing, research, individual and group projects, case studies, self-assessment and more. Grading is based on class work assignments, homework, projects, student participation, and tests.
