Fifth Grade Service Learning Project, 2011

Community Service Proposal Criteria: Planning Your Project
Format (3 pts)
· Write in cursive, black ink OR type in 12 pt, Times Roman

· Name, date, and class in upper right corner

· Title

Writing Conventions (4 pts)
· You must write in complete sentences, NOT bullet points

· There should be very few mistakes in grammar, spelling, punctuation, capitalization, etc.

· You must indent your paragraphs, but do not skip lines

· Do not write in the margins

Content (8 pts) 
· Introduction: (at least 2-3 sentences) about what kind of project you chose and WHY you chose this type of project. How did you become interested in doing this project?
· Body: (at least 3-4 sentences) Describe WHO you will help, WHAT work you will do, WHERE you will go, WHEN you will do each part of your project, and HOW you will do the work.
· Conclusion: (at least 3-4 sentences) Describe what you hope to learn by doing this project, and explain how you think the people you are helping will feel when you help them, and why.
· Contact information: at the end of your proposal, write the name of the organization, contact person, phone number, and email address of the person you have been contacting to plan your project.
Example of a Student’s Proposal:

Ever since my class celebrated Earth Day in second grade, I have been interested in the environment. I feel upset when I see people throwing garbage on the ground, and it makes me want to do something about it. For my Community Service Project, I will help clean up the environment by picking up the trash at a local park.

My plan is to help the park ranger at Hellyer Park. I will clean up all the garbage around the park, and I will remind people to remember to throw away trash and recycling in the correct containers. I have already scheduled Saturday, February 20 at 9:00 a.m. to meet Park Ranger Jane Smith at the Hellyer Park Ranger Station. My mom will drive me there and stay at the park until I finish. Ranger Jane told me she will give me some gloves to wear and some garbage bags, and I will collect as much garbage as I can find. I plan to work at the park until about 12:30, but I might be able to stay longer if there is more work for me to do.
This project is a great way for me to remind myself and others that keeping our environment clean is very important. I also hope to learn more about how the Park Ranger helps people to learn more about the environment. I think Ranger Smith will be very happy to get some help cleaning up the park, because it is a huge amount of work. The people who use the park will also appreciate having it become cleaner, which will also make it a safer, more fun place to play.
