· I have written in complete, clear sentences.

· I have included and highlighted clear controls in blue.

· I have included, clearly listed and highlighted the independent variable in green.

· I have included, clearly listed, and highlighted the dependent variable in yellow.

· I have stated that we must repeat the test at least 3 times or include multiple trials.

· I have stated we must create a data chart and record data.
· I have indicated how to measure the dependant variable.

Checklist for a Testable Question:

Follow this checklist to be sure you have a question you can test.
· My question includes the words “How does” and “affect”?

· My question includes the independent and dependent variable.
· I have highlighted the independent variable in green.

· I have highlighted the dependent variable in yellow.
