Course Summary:

Dance II follows a modern dance-based approach similar to Dance I.  In this course various modern dance techniques are studied to refine the dancer’s basic movement skills.  Students will continue their explorations with improvisation, dance elements and choreography.  Students take on both the role of the choreographer and the dancer through out the course.  Dance history is explored from ancient to medieval time periods. Students will create a dance portfolio, research related career paths and perform in at least one after school performance!

In addition to the above Dance III students will study dance as a creative and expressive art form.  They will advance to an intermediate level of movement skills.  These students will continue in their dance history studies by exploring dance in Renaissance and Romantic periods.  

Dance IV students will participate in all of the above and will be expected to develop an advanced level of dance technique.  These students will have more focus on choreographic intent and will study dance in the 20th century and on.

What to Wear:

*Students are required to participate in at least one after school performance.  Performance is an important part of dance.  Not only does it provide an opportunity to put the student’s hard work on display but also provides a rare chance of participating in a performing art.  The Spring 2011 Dance Concert will be held Tuesday April 19, 2011 at 7pm in the Salisbury High School Auditorium.  More information and details will be sent home at a later date.
What if I am absent?

Any hand outs or worksheets given out in the class for which the student is absent will be placed in an assigned folder on the teacher’s desk.  It is the student’s responsibility to check the folder upon returning to school.  They must also check with the teacher to see how they can make up the other work from the class period missed.  ALL LATE WORK SHOULD BE TURNED IN AND COMPLETED WITH IN ONE WEEK OF RETURNING TO SCHOOL.  Long term absences will be handled on an individual basis.

Classroom Procedures

1.   Students will follow the attendance and tardy policies of the school.
2. Students will be given five minutes after the bell to change and prepare for class.  STUDENTS SHOULD HAVE THE APPROPRIATE ATTIRE EVERY DAY!

3. Written work, discussions, notes, etcetera will typically be done in the beginning of class followed by a full body warm up, dance instruction and will finish with small group or whole class choreography.

4. When placed in groups students will remain in their assigned areas of the stage/auditorium.

5. Students will be dismissed by the teacher 5 minutes prior to the bell to change clothes.

Do not talk when others are talking or dancing.


Give full attention to peers and teacher when speaking or dancing.


Keep dressing areas, stage and auditorium NEAT and CLEAN.



(No food or drink other than bottled water)

YOU are responsible for following all dress codes with in the dance class room 


with out reminders.

Manage YOUR time effectively (use restrooms and drinking fountains during 
dress out time).

No electronic devices of any kind during class.  DO NOT use them or have

 them visible.

Be on time.
